Dear Sir or Madam,

The purpose of this letter is to explain the process for receiving and distributing fees generated by sales of the Education License Plate.   

Enclosed is a copy of Indiana Code 9-18-31 for the Indiana Education License Plates.   

Pursuant to this code, the process for receiving and distributing the fees generated from the Education License Plate are:

· If an educational foundation exists to benefit a school corporation which is receiving dollars generated from sales of the education license plate, the dollars should go to the foundation.

· If more than one foundation exists to benefit a school corporation, the Superintendent shall determine how the proceeds are distributed among the foundations and shall provide that in writing to the County Auditor.

· If no educational foundation exists, the fees generated go to the School Corporation.

· The educational foundation must provide documentation to the County Auditor and School Corporation that proves it is exempt from federal income taxation under the IRS 501(c)3 and is established as an Indiana nonprofit corporation

· The County Auditor should:

· Distribute the fees collected directly to the Education Foundation

· And, provide notice of the fees to the School Corporation
